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NPCS BULLETIN: How challenging was preparation
of Congress?

V.V.KORNEV: Preparing for the 21st Congress was
lasting for 4 years.

And I must say that despite
the difficult geopolitical situation in the world, we have
succeeded. About five thousand delegates and guests

from many countries, including heads of the largest oil
and gas corporations such as Shell, Exxon Mobil, BP, Total
and others will arrive in Moscow.

We want all our members to understand that
the energy industry is the industry, which belongs to all
mankind.

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NPCS BULLETIN: What will single out this Congress
from previous ones? In which way will Congress be dif-
ferent from previous?

We must attract more young people
to the oil and gas industry

The objectives of World Petroleum Council (WPC) are the promotion of the sustainable
supply and efficient use of oil, gas and other energy resources for the benefit of the
mankind, disseminating the best practices and suggesting solutions for global energy

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NPCS BULLETIN: How You see WPC during Your
mandate as president?

TOTH JOZSEF: To answer your question I have to
come back to the basics. Having been graduated as re-
finery engineer I spent more than four decades in vari-
ous positions of the Hungarian Petroleum Industry very
much involved in expanding our country s international
activities which led me to a more detailed knowledge
about World Petroleum Council.

I think on this occasion I have to mention that the
first Petroleum Congress in which I took part was held
in Moscow in 1971. and since 1987. I participated in
all Congresses. My deeper involvement in activities of
World Petroleum Council has started some two decades
ago, when Hungarian National Committee has nominat-
ed me into various bodies of WPC.
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Recently the Hungarian National Committee nominat-
ed me to the position of President, the election of which
will take place during the coming 21st World Petroleum
Congress in Moscow. If elected, the turn will be for three
years, since I served in two consecutive cycles as Senior
Vice President between 2008-2011. and 2011-2014. The
Article of Association allows three consecutive cycles to
serve.

WPC promotes the sustainable supply and efficient
use of energy resources for the benefit of the mankind,
disseminating the best practices and proposing solu-
tions for global challenges in this sector. The congresses,
seminars, workshops organized by and under auspices
of World Petroleum Council are to share technological
developments and scientific research results resp. “It is
vital for our industry that WPC promotes educational
and training course, scholarship grants etc., since the pe-
troleum industry needs to attract young professionals.”

NPCS BULLETIN: What will be most important ques-
tion on which WPC must give or try to give answer in
next years?

TOTH JOZSEF: There are many questions which have
to be answered. The most important ones are equally
ranked, like environmental issues - global warming, cli-
mate change - sustainability, wise and efficient use of pe-
troleum products, to attract more young people to the oil
and gas industry.

NPCS BULLETIN: What WPC and national commit-
tees can do to increase safety, competitiveness and qual-
ity of oil derivatives in region?

TOTH JOZSEF: Having many years of experience in
the center of the European Region, I think the WPC Na-
tional Committees of the region can do a lot to improve
the sustainable supply of high quality oil derivatives to
the region. Upon consultation with few National Com-
mittees of the region I have noticed that there is an inter-
est to hold a regional conference or seminar to exchange
views on this issue. World Petroleum Council is support-
ing this kind of initiative and for conferences held under
the auspices of WPC, we are in a position to recommend
lecturers from other regions to challenge the given topic.

Congress im Moscow - event for
everyone in the oil and gas sector

With 680 speakers the Congress will present an event for everyone in the oil and gas
sector. We received around 2.000 abstracts from 61 countries, most submissions came
from Iran, China, Russia and India. Industry’s relation to the society, which is topic of
block 4, normally attracts a lot of attention and debates as block 1 - Exploration and
Production of Oil and Natural Gas, but I hope that there will be a good attendance at
all sessions - says Tor Fjaeran, Vice President of the Executive Committee and Chair of

Congress Programme Committee.

NPCS BULLETIN: What can we expect from Congress
Programme?

TOR FJERAN: The program tries to mirror the global
and regional energy challenges relevant at the time of
the congress. The committee had to look into the crys-
tal bowl three years ahead and develop a program of
interest to the participants with respect to subjects and
speakers, but that also attracts governments, compa-
ny executives, media and NGO’s by really creating “the
Olympics” of our industry.

The program will include a number of features.
High-level Plenaries from leading industry decision
makers, interactive Round Tables and in-depth Forums
with innovative Posters on a wide variety of industry
aspects will address the status quo and the main chal-
lenges the sector is facing. Best Practice Keynotes on the
main issues in the upstream, downstream, natural gas
and management of the industry will add further to the
quality of the program. Key issues such as balancing the
requirements of supply and demand, social and environ-

mental responsibilities of the industry and ensuring the
attraction and retention of the next generation of pro-
fessionals will be addressed throughout the four days of
the Congress.

NPCS BULLETIN: We have four program blocks?

TOR FJERAN: The program is built up around blocks
addressing: Exploration and Production of Oil and Nat-
ural Gas, then Refining, Transportation and Petrochem-
istry, then Natural Gas Processing, Transportation and
Marketing and Sustainable Management of the Industry.

The first program block will address E&P challenges
in old fields, arctic, deep water and in unconventional
oil and gas. Further new technologies, drilling and pro-
duction technologies, reservoir management will be
presented. The Best Practice sessions will give examples
on how to manage mega projects and in managing E&P
risks. Moderated round tables will go deeper into a few
subjects; the new resources, new geographic frontiers
and optimizing cycle time.
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The second block will address some of the industrial
players will share best practices in refinery operations,
transportation, blending and storage of products. The
round tables under this block will discuss influence of lo-
cal refinery specifications, the sustainability of biofuels
and integration challenges for refinery and petrochem-
ical complexes.

The natural gas mid and downstream areas will be ad-
dressed in the third block covering new development in
the entire gas area. The industry’s relation to the society
is addressed in the last block where there will be ses-
sions around financing, supply of equipment, supplies
and local content. Operational HSE (health, safety and
environmental) issues, regulatory issues, governance
and compliance are all element in a sustainable man-
agement of the industry. Innovation, technology, energy
efficient technologies, human resources are critical fac-
tors in how the industry develops. Knowledge manage-
ment and ethics and anti-corruption best practices will
be shared. The moderated round tables in this block are
bringing up issues of general interest; climate change,
international cooperation, oil or energy companies and
geopolitics.
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NPCS BULLETIN: How many studies you received,
how many was accepted and from which countries?

TOR FJERAN: In total we received around 2.000 ab-
stracts from 61 countries for the 25 Forums, 9 Best Prac-
tice Keynote sessions and 12 moderated Roundtables.
About 42 percentage of the abstracts submitted came
from people younger than 35 years of age. I am happy
to see that this is an increase from previous years. Block
1 received 52 % of the abstracts , while block 2 received
16%, Block 3 received 8% and block 4 received 24%.
Most submissions came from a group of 4 countries
- Iran, China, Russia and India. This is also reflected in
selected papers and posters, but more than 30 countries
will be represented on the podium delivering their pres-
entations.

NPCS BULLETIN: In which area or programme block
You expect the best debate?

TOR FJERAN: Block 4 which will address the indus-
try’s relation to the society covers aspect that normally
attracts a lot of interest from a variety of participants and
with very good debates. Block 1 typically also attracts a
lot of attention from the large number of upstream tech-
nical specialist that typically attends the World Petrole-
um Congress. | hope that there will be a good attendance
at all sessions. This will be a good measure on the Con-

gress Programme Committee’s ability to select topics of

- World Petroleum Council organized on 15 May, in
the premises of the Serbian Chamber of Commerce and
Industry in Belgrade, a Workshop on ,0il Retail Market
in South-East Europe (SEE) and Serbia : Current Status
and Prospects”.

Welcoming participants, domestic and foreign panelists,
representatives of government institutions, as well as of

A demanding undertaking
has been planned for 2014 - the creation of a digital
database of geological data on the existing and potential
deposits of hydrocarbons in Serbia, Romania and
Hungary. In order to meet the strategic objective in terms
of oil and gas production in 2014, it is necessary not only
to implement the plan pertaining to the existing foreign
deposits in Bosnia, Romania and Hungary, but also to
launch new projects, which are still in their infancy.

The modernisation of Pancevo Oil Refinery, an
investment worth more than EUR 500 million, made it
possible for this plant to join the ranks of the top ten
plants in Southeast Europe in terms of its characteristics.
Another important fact is that, according to the Solomon
Technological Efficiency Index, in the last five years
NIS has joined the first third of refineries with the best
results in Europe.

Development of gas infrastructure in Serbia
THROUGH LARGE PROJECTS TO ACCELERATED

DEVELOPMENT

Only well planned and dynamic investments,
implemented  through intensive developmental
activities, represent the guarantee of a prospective,
stable and sustainable future of a company. In the
Public Company ,Srbijagas” that issue is handled by the
Investment and Development sectors. Their proposals,
in the form of gas infrastructure projects, are carefully
analyzed by the company management, which, like in
all other companies, has the final word on everything,
bringing the decision on which project, with which
funding, under what conditions and when would be
started and finished.

As the main areas of activity of the PC,,Srbijagas“
cover transport, distribution and storing of natural gas,
the most important investment projects of the company
are divided precisely in line with these energy-related
activities. Thus the following projects are identified
as the most important ones in the field of natural gas
transport:

. Distribution pipelines of Kolubarski (Kolubara)
and Macvanski (Macva) regions, significant for
establishing conditions for the gas supply to consumers
in the territories of Obrenovac, Ub, Lazarevac, Valjevo,
Mionica, Ljig, Koceljeva, Osecina, Krupanj and Vladimirci
municipalities. The basis for the implementation of this
project are the Serbian Energy Sector Development
Strategy, Strategy Implementation Program and the
National Gasification Action Plan brought by the
Government of the Republic of Serbia, referring to the
development of a primary gas pipeline system until
2015, with planned investments of 840 million dollars.
The implementation of this project is scheduled to start
in October next year and be completed by December
2017. According to available data, so far the conceptual
design has been made for the projects and the required
amount for the complete documentation amount to 1.47
million euro. Total value of the pipeline in the two above
mentioned regions of the Republic of Serbia is 47.6
million euro.

¢  Distribution pipelines of Rasinski (Rasina)
and Raski (Raska) region and of the Northern part of
Kosovo and Metohija municipalities will provide for the
safety of supply of the “blue fuel” to the consumers in
Brus, Kopaonik, Novi Pazar, Tutin, Raska and Leposavic.
This concerns the construction of 67 km long @273
mm pipeline, as well as 54 km long @219 mm pipeline.
Also, the construction of 6 MMRS - Main Metering and
Regulation Stations is planned here. Total project value
amounts to 45 million euro, and as the conceptual design
has also been completed, the necessary financing for

the remaining documentation amounts to 1.19 million
euro. The scheduled commencement of the investment
is November 2015, and completion is scheduled for
December 2017.

¢  Gas trunk line MG-01/1I Itebej-Banatski Dvor-
Pancevo-Belgrade is the project providing connection
of the Banatski Dvor underground gas storage and the
future storage facility in Itebej with the consumers in the
Belgrade zone, aimed at providing reliable supply and
covering the seasonal consumption fluctuations. This
project is also scheduled by the Serbian Energy Sector
Development Strategy and the National Action Plan. It
is 130 km long, with @611 mm, and two Main Metering
and Regulation Stations in Kovacica and Belgrade are
foreseen. Value of this project is 62.5 million euro, and
the completion deadline is September 2018.

The aim of development of the energy-related activity
,Natural gas distribution“certainly concerns delivery
of gas to an ever increasing number of households in
Serbia. Quite significant efforts have been made in the
country gasification so far, but there still remain more
significant projects to be completed, out of which the
experts in the Investment and Development Sector of PC
»Srbijagas” stress the following ones:

. Gasification of Novi Pazar municipality,
encompassing the construction of gas distribution
networks in all settlements, as well as of the medium
pressure pipeline to all such settlements in this
municipality. Total value of the project amount to
6 million euro, the conceptual design is completed,
deadline for completion of the documentation is 10
months, and the necessary financing for the complete
documentation amount to about 66 thousand euro.

. Extension of the gas supply networkin Belgrade is
aimed at the safety of natural gas supply to the consumers
in the City of Belgrade. This concerns the construction
of medium pressure pipelines of various diameters, in
the length of approx. 40 km. This investment amounts
to 30 million euro and the scheduled commencement
and completion dates of the project are December 2015
- December 2016.

As regards the storing of the natural gas, the only
project standing in front of the ,Srbijagas“Company is
the construction of underground gas storage Itebej. The
new facility will contribute to an increased safety of gas
supply of the consumers in the Republic of Serbia. This
is a ,greenfield“project of construction of storage at the
emptied gas field of Itebej, with the estimated storage
capacity of 800 million cm3 of natural gas. Total value
of the project, for which the completion is scheduled in
December 2017, amounts to 75 million euro.

,Srbijagas“ Company also has development
plans in the area of natural gas which are not related
to the transport and distribution, but are certainly
important for the company future and its sustainable
development. It is publicly known that the national gas
supply company plans to participate in the construction
of four thermal power plants-district heating plants,
which would provide for improved heating conditions
for the population and significant increase of energy
efficiency. These new power plants are foreseen to be
constructed in Novi Sad (450MWe+300 MWt), Pancevo
(200 MWe+100MWt), Belgrade, i.e. New Belgrade (450
MWe+300 MWt) and in Nis (100 MWe+60 MWt). Total
value of the project amounts to 1.2 million euro. Deadline
for the completion of documentation, requiring further
21 million euro, is 40 months. The completion of these
large investment projects is planned for December 2020.

Development of the gas transmission system,
which, as already mentioned, encompasses development
of the transport, distribution and storage system, should
accompany the planned development and energy
balance-based needs of the country market. It should be
also particularly stressed here that the participation of
Serbia in the project of construction of the transnational
gas pipeline ,South Stream®, implies as the priority the
need to increase the sale of natural gas in the territory
of the Republic. And it is by the implementation of all
these projects that the conditions for increased safety
and a more rational way of supply and consumption of
the natural gas in Serbia are created. At the same time,
there also arises the possibility of an increased transit
to third markets, which will bring additional and not
insignificant revenues to our country.

Fourth year of activity of the Association of Local and International Oil Companies in Serbia

Four years are a relatively short period in the oper-
ation of an association. Still, having in mind that these
were the years of liberalization of the Serbian market
and abrupt increase of the share of oil products from
the local production in the total consumption, resulting
from the modernization of refining capacities in Pance-
vo, were quite essential for establishing of principles of
operation acceptable for the market. Association of oil
companies of Serbia (UNKS) gathers local and interna-
tional oil companies with significant share in the sale of
oil products in Serbia and a great experience in business
operation in the markets of developed countries of Eu-
rope. When, by the end of 2010, the goals of establish-
ment of a national association of oil companies were pro-
claimed, it was difficult to expect that the key priorities
would be achieved so quickly. Thanks, primarily, to the
support of similar associations of the neighboring coun-
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tries, with far longer tradition, as well as of the members
of the Association of oil companies of Serbia with inter-
national experience, UNKS rendered significant support
to the process of harmonization of Serbian regulations
with the legislation of the European Union.

From day to day, the Association of oil companies of
Serbia has been gaining ever greater confidence of the
competent governmental institutions, professional and
general public with respect to offering responses to the
key issues of the arrangement of the market of oil and
oil products in Serbia. Presently, UNKS is included in the
defining of national framework for improvement of the
quality of products and services and for establishment of
an equal market competition, as well as in strengthening
the position of energy entities which adhere consistently
to the regulations and the code of business ethics. Thus,

UNKS has been accepted as the principal representative
of the oil sector in Serbia.

As the member of the National Petroleum Committee
of Serbia, UNKS has prepared, since 2011, the Analysis
of the Oil Products Market in Serbia, as a sort of collec-
tion/summary of indicators of the size and structure of
the Serbian market of motor fuels and several other most
common oil products. Besides the companies, which par-
ticipate in the preparation of analysis through supplying
data about their operation, detailed analysis of the mar-
ket is also available to all governmental institutions, and
first of all to the ministries in charge of energy, trade and
finance, Customs Authority etc.

Numerous initiatives and proposals of the change of
market conditions made by the National Petroleum Com-
mittee of Serbia frequently relied on the data from this
analysis.

Valuable participation in the preparation of the analy-
sis of the Serbian market was provided, besides the most
important companies, like: Oil Industry of Serbia, OMV
Serbia, Lukoil Serbia, EKO Serbia, MOL Serbia, Petrobart,
Naftachem, Standard gas, Igmin Petrol and Euro Petrol,
also by the Customs Authority and the Chamber of Com-
merce and Industry of Serbia.

Concerning the previous four years, the analysis in-
dicated that, compared to the relevant previous year,
total consumption of gasoline, diesel and LPG: in 2011
dropped for 6,1%, in 2012 dropped for further 2%, while
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the total consumption in 2013 with reference to the pre-
vious year was increased for 1,9%.

These trends were certainly affected by the drop, or
stagnation in economic growth and the purchasing pow-
er of the population, but also, to a certain extent, the fluc-
tuation of the sale of motor fuels in the grey zone. Associ-
ation of oil companies of Serbia has, in several occasions,
proposed to competent governmental authorities the
measures for the control of unauthorized spending and
illegal trade in oil products, but also the measures for
the protection of market competition, desiring to create
an environment for new investments and growth of this
important segment of the Serbian Energy Sector. This ac-
tivity, and it can be easily called cooperation between the
relevant oil companies and the state, achieves more and
more significant results each year.

The ratio of quantities of fuel from local production
and from import differs significantly per oil product.

After the revamping of Pancevo Refinery the tran-
sition period during which the sale of fuels that do not
fully meet the existing European standards has passed.
Today, only diesel fuel according to the Serbian standard,
identical to EN590:2013 can be sold, and gasoline ac-
cording to standard identical to EN228:2012 and LPG as
per EN589 standard. Total consumption of motor fuels is
at the level of 2.1 million t. By the end of 2013, the retail
network of Serbia consisted of more than 1.100 petrol
stations. Dominant place in the retail structure belongs
to diesel fuel with approx. 900.000 t, gasoline with ap-
prox. 390.000 t and LPG with 270.000 t.

Serbia is facing a series of activities on harmoniza-
tion of economic environment with the conditions valid
in the European Union. In view of the experience of the
countries which have recently passed that stage, primar-
ily in the South-East Europe region, it is clear that the
role of professional associations, like UNKS, is extremely
important and that it contributes to a quicker and more
efficient resolving of harmonization issues. As the work
on the change of regulations will be in the focus of activ-
ities of the Association of oil companies of Serbia, estab-
lishment of a constant consultative communication with
the colleagues in the neighboring countries has been
planned.
